APPENDIX H CAPSTONE Portfolio Review Process
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Student submits portfolio to be reviewed by 1st team





Portfolio points allow student to pass Capstone.  





Portfolio points are not sufficient for student to pass Capstone.





Student may resubmit to original scoring team to earn a maximum of “C+” in Capstone.


Student may opt to have a resubmission interview





Student chooses not to resubmit & fails Capstone.





Student does not earn enough points to pass Capstone, so the portfolio is given to a 2nd review team





Student earns enough points to pass Capstone (C+).  





If 2nd scoring does not give the student enough points to pass Capstone, the student fails Capstone





If 2nd team scores give student enough points to pass Capstone, the scores of the 1st team & 2nd team are averaged.





If the averaged scores give the student enough points, the student passes Capstone (C+) 





If the averaged scores do not give the student enough points to pass Capstone, the portfolio goes to a 3rd review team which includes one member from the assessment committee if at all possible.





If the 3rd review team’s score would allow student to pass Capstone, the student passes Capstone (C+)





If the 3rd team’s scores do not give student enough points to pass Capstone, the student fails Capstone.  At least one member of original scoring team and one other faculty meet with candidate to discuss next steps.
