PROPOSED 2005-06 ACADEMIC CALENDAR 
Faculty Senate must approve calendars for each academic year before they can be officially promulgated.  

The University Calendar Committee is responsible for the coordination of academic calendars among the several campuses and has established guidelines for the preparation of each campus’ calendar.  The relevant guidelines are: (1) a 3-credit hour course should meet for approximately 2,000 minutes, excluding the final exam; and (2) a standard semester (i.e., Fall/Spring) will meet for at least 16 weeks, including final examinations.
