The course provides an introduction to linguistics and English language study.

Bringing G500 forward will provide a graduate level option for students in the alternative routes program and for current Elementary and Secondary teachers who take courses to maintain their teaching license.  G500 is a required course for Education programs.  

G500 will be joint offered with G205 (Intro to the English Language) which has been regularly taught in Spring of even years.  IUPUI and Northwest both joint offer G205 and G500.

Note: Those who take the course for graduate credit will complete a substantial self-developed research project linked to the student’s degree or program of study as well as three scholarly presentations to the class.  Topics will be selected in consultation with me.
