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Summary of Revision of Admissions Policy (a work in progress)
AAA has been working on a revision of IU East’s Admissions Policy. The draft is in its final stages, but there are still some unsettled issues. We hope that the successor-committee will finalize the work early in 2004-05. Summarized below are the major changes from the previous policy. 
1. Admissions Categories:

Regular Admission

The new policy states that beginning freshmen students must have a Core 40 Diploma (or an Academic Honors diploma), and must provide a current SAT/ACT test with certain minimum scores, as detailed by UFC policy. Since the Core 40 diploma is not yet fully implemented in all high schools in this region, we have a grandfather clause that allows admission of students who graduated from high school before 2006. 

Transfer students: The new policy does not provide any major changes for admission in this category.

Non-Traditional students (three years past High School graduation or GED) must also provide evidence for college aptitude. This may be demonstrated by either a Core 40 diploma, Academic Honors Diploma, or by a placement test score. The draft policy specifies a minimum level of competency below which a student may not be admitted.  

Non-degree Students: The only major change in this part of the policy is that non-degree seeking students may take an unlimited number of courses (previously they were limited to a total of 12 credit hours).

Conditional Admission

Students who lack academic preparation may be conditionally admitted. The policy describes the conditions under which a student may be conditionally admitted; the draft policy specifies a minimum level of competency below which a student may not be conditionally admitted. Students who are admitted in this category are given stipulations. The draft policy lays out specific stipulations that must be met before the student can be re-classified as a regularly admitted student. Students who do not meet the stipulations in a specified time frame will be dismissed. In particular, the student must prioritize his/her course load so that the lack of preparation in reading, writing and mathematics is remedied within the first 24 credit hours taken at IU East. 




2. Advising and Placement

The policy details placement policies in reading, writing and mathematics. The intent of the policy is to make students take the Institutional Program Requirements in writing and mathematics early in their careers as college students. The policy specifies that Student Success Team advisors are responsible for advising students until they have met the skills requirements in reading, writing and mathematics. Depending on the level of remediation required, students who are admitted are placed into one of four advising categories. The policy details the maximum number of credit hours for students to progress from one advising category to the next. As they progress, they are given more freedom to choose classes on their own, or to add/drop courses. 

A separate advising category (“deferred advising”) has been created for students who are not admitted, or who choose to remediate academic deficiencies at other institutions. These students will be advised which classes they must take at the prospective institution. They will be given a guarantee to be regularly admitted upon successful completion of the designated courses (if they return within two years of completion). 

The revised policy does not specifically refer to course numbers as they may change. The decision about which scores on placement tests (“cut scores”) are required to be placed into specific courses is deferred to the divisions offering the courses. Exemption from fundamental skills requirements in based on percentile scores rather than actual scores to provide consistency. 


The table below summarizes the placement policy using current course numbers.
