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Proposed Amendments to Admissions Policy

Amendment I. 
This amendment is moved by TJ Rivard. 

Rationale: Including this provision in the policy is unfair, unnecessary, and vague.  It is unfair in that if two students are denied admission and student ‘A’ happens to know a faculty member and student ‘B’ does not, then student ‘A’ will have an unfair advantage in gaining admission.  It strikes a little too close to a “good ol’ boy” system.  It is unnecessary in that there is already a provision that if students are denied admission, they can appeal to the AAA Committee.  Since students who gained faculty sponsorship would still have to gain the approval of AAA, this provision is redundant.  It is too vague in its definition of faculty responsibility for the student and in the stipulations that the faculty sponsor and the advisor can levy.

Comment by AAA: The Committee is neutral on this issue and wishes a discussion of the issue in faculty senate. 

Motion to strike the paragraph regarding faculty sponsorship and renumber the remaining paragraphs accordingly.

c.
Faculty Sponsorship: An applicant who has been denied admission to IU East based on academic performance in high school or on national standardized tests may be conditionally admitted if a full time faculty member assumes the responsibility for sponsorship of the individual. This sponsorship is available in exceptional circumstances as determined by the faculty member and if approved by the Admissions and Academic Affairs Committee. An individual who is conditionally admitted via faculty sponsorship will be required to agree to comply with the stipulations for admission as determined by the individual’s faculty sponsor and academic advisor.  At minimum, the individual will be required to:
i.
Each semester, make adequate progress (as defined above) toward meeting the institutional degree requirements at IU East, until the requirements are met.
ii.
Maintain a semester GPA of at least 2.0.

Amendment II. 
This amendment comes moved and seconded from AAA. 

Rationale: IU East wishes to cooperate with community colleges in West Central Ohio. Applications from this area are covered by a fee reciprocity agreement. The committee feels that applicants from this area should be held to the same standards as Indiana residents. The University-wide policy specifies a minimum GPA of at least 2.5 for non-residents, but the gist of the policy appears to leave some leeway to individual campuses to modify this admissions policy to suit the specific needs of this campus. 

Motion to revise C.1.b.ii as follows: 
ii.
Completion of 26 or more transferable semester hours at an accredited university or college (including junior and community colleges), with a GPA (on a 4.0 scale) of at least 2.0 for students transferring from institutions within Indiana, and at least 2.5 for students from out of state institutions;

1) of at least 2.0 for Indiana residents;

2) of at least 2.0 for those out of state residents who are covered by fee-reciprocity agreements that are in effect at the time of application;

3) of at least 2.5 for all other applicants.


This amendment comes moved and seconded from AAA.

Rationale: This change is needed to compensate for the changed language above. 

Motion to revise C.4.d.ii as follows:
ii.
has a GPA, from attempted coursework, of less than 2.0 (for students transferring from institutions within Indiana), or less than 2.5 (for students transferring from institutions out of state) below the minimum GPA required for Regular Admission as a Transfer Student.

Amendment III. 
The amendment comes moved and seconded from the AAA committee. 

Rationale: To the best of our knowledge the proposed policy is consistent with all laws and policies of IU. If such a conflict were to be found, it would render the entire policy null and void.

Motion to insert at the end of the policy:
E. 
Severability.
If a provision of this policy is held in violation of state or federal laws and regulations, or contrary to Indiana University policy, or otherwise invalid, only the affected part shall be void. This invalidity shall not affect other provisions of this policy which can be given effect without the invalid provisions. To this end, the provisions of this policy are severable.
