Course Description for L519: 

In this course basic approaches to teaching reading and language arts across the curriculum at the elementary school level are presented.  Teaching methods and materials for emerging, beginning, and developing stages of reading development are demonstrated and discussed. The reading process and the relationships among reading, writing, language, and thinking are examined. An opportunity for practicing the methods and materials for teaching all the language arts are provided in the field experience.
