1) Describe the course content and your rationale for bringing it forward:

Description of the course content

Adolescent student development and middle school philosophy will be explored and applied to middle school general methods. Specific middle school methods will be examined and practiced including curriculum planning among experiences in different academic areas, inquiry thought, middle school teacher roles and responsibilities, and classroom management. The course content also includes experiences that prepared teachers to select, evaluate, and re-align learning experiences developmentally for adolescents ages eleven through fifteen years with reference to relevant research.
Rationale for bringing this course forward

This is one of the required courses that will allow teachers to be licensed to teach in the middle grades. A number of teachers who have licensure for elementary education would like to pursue additional licensure to include middle school.  Additional students who are working toward an early adolescent reading license are required to take this class as are those individuals seeking licensure in middle school only. 
2) Describe the course’s placement in the program, including its intended audience and any prerequisites.
This course will be available to any student working on (or having completed) a degree in elementary education who wishes to either pursue middle school certification or extend their knowledge of middle school methods. Those students seeking an early adolescent reading license or middle school only licensure are required to take this course. The prerequisite is admission to the school of education.
3) List the anticipated student learning objectives and outcomes.

      1. understand and critique major theories of adolescent development

      2. understand and evaluate a variety of program models for middle school education

      3. understand and be able to articulate developmentally-appropriate practices with regards to adolescent education.
      4. plan individually, in pairs and in groups, culturally- and developmentally-appropriate curriculum for the   middle school classroom

      5. evaluate and use a variety of materials appropriate to middle school programs

      6. articulate a personal/professional understanding of the inquiry process

      7. develop an inquiry project including conducting adequate research to support your selected topic – utilizing integration of mathematics, science, social studies, and language arts, while addressing appropriate  cultural, developmental, social, and current issues

      8. understand how differences – cultural, ethnic, socioeconomic, gender, biologic – in individuals and families impact middle school classrooms

      9. observe, record, and analyze development – physical, intellectual, social, and cognitive – of adolescents in school settings
     10 . develop an integrated unit appropriate for teaching middle school children
     11. conduct self professionally in class as well as in the middle school field experience setting
4) Discuss any special features of the course (eg. a service learning component)
The students will be presented with several case studies for in-depth analysis, discussion, and evaluation. They will also be provided the opportunity to individualize an inquiry project. The topic of the inquiry project will be personalized and developed through the duration of the course.
