PROGRAM INFORMATION SHEET FOR STUDENTS

General Information:

The Associate of Science in Natural Science and Mathematics Degree is a manageable and realistic program for students interested in college-level study of science or mathematics who do not wish to enroll in a baccalaureate program.  The degree permits students to choose one of four concentrations:1) biology, 2) chemistry, 3) mathematics, 4) earth science.  There areas correspond  closely to baccalaureate degrees and minimize the potential loss of credit when transferring. In addition the degree provides sufficient depth in the areas of concentration to prepare students to seek employment in science or mathematics-related fields.

Complete college level math course (M125, M118, M119, M215, K300) with a grade of C or better.

Meet with an NSM advisor and complete an academic plan.
