Re: Information Item on English Degree Adjustment

In fall of 2004, the English Department approved a non-substantial change to the English Degree Program.  The writing requirement was adjusted as follows:
Under the previous requirement students selected one course from among:

            W203 Creative Writing


W231 Professional Writing Skills


W250 Writing in Context


W350 Advanced Expository Writing

Under the current requirement, students take:

      W350 Advanced Expository Writing (3 credits).

Reasons for the adjustment:

· to keep in compliance with our campus WAC policy

· to enhance efficiency within upper level writing elective offerings

· to provide a junior level writing experience

· to create a third touchstone course for our majors (L202, W350 and L450)

· to provide students with advanced study in specifically academic writing (rhetoric, writing, reading, research)
