Proposed Charge:

1. Review the national state of practice in general education, and evaluate various GE models for their adaptability to IU East. (materials to be provided)

2. Review the current IU East Learning Objectives for their appropriateness, adequacy and measurability. Identify specific learning outcomes for each objective that every IU East student should achieve before graduation.
3. Review the ways that the IU East Learning Objectives are currently built into the various campus curricula, and how we know whether or not a student has met those objectives. Consider an IU East core curriculum as a way to ensure that the desired learning outcomes are achieved. Any proposed core curriculum should be in line with the anticipated IU general education principles.
4. Evaluate the feasibility of special student experiences as a way to address some of the learning objectives, in particular Learning Objectives #6 and #7 (and possibly an eighth learning objective on civic engagement if approved by the Faculty Senate). A first and possibly second year experience could be considered. Work with the Service Learning Committee and the Office of Student Success as appropriate.
5. Working with the Assessment Committee, review and develop the assessment plan for general education.

6. Address problems that students transferring to IU East from other institutions might encounter with general education requirements.

7. Set a target date for forwarding any recommendations for general education to the Curriculum Committee such that they might reach the Faculty Senate for consideration before the end of the AY 2005-06.

8. Conduct an open process of deliberations, soliciting input from all campus constituencies and keeping the campus informed on the committee’s progress through the dissemination of meeting notes.
