1)   Describe the course content and your rationale for bringing it forward:

In the immediate future (spring 2010), this course will be used to offer a multimedia art course in sound-art which will be cross-listed with a music course MUS-Z 310.   FINA-U 401 will also be an important course to the BA in Fine Arts as the need for specialized studio courses and mixed media courses increases.
For the first incarnation of this course, the following is a description of the course as it will be taught in spring 2010:

Sound-Art is a course that explores the history, aesthetics, and  design of works of art that utilize sound as a shaping element and/or expressive modality. Such works include, but are not limited to, multi-media installations and sculpture that uses or generates sound in some manner. Practical applications, methods of aesthetic evaluation, the nature of sound and acoustics, and the intersection of two and three dimensional art with music will be discussed. The course culminates in student created works of art in the form of installations or pieces of sound-art pieces as part of an exhibition on campus. Guest lecturers for this course include Dr. Marc Jensen, composer and sound-artist from the University of Oklahoma, and IU East Fine Arts instructor, Ed  Thornburg.


2)   Describe the course’s placement in the program, including its intended audience 
       and any prerequisites:

Within the BA in Fine Arts, the U 401 will serve as an upper level studio course option among the required eighteen hours at the 300 level or above.  The intended audience would be upper level fine arts majors and advanced art students.
