Call to Order
Quorum was reached and the meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m. by Laverne Nishihara, Faculty Senate President.

I. Executive Session – 
Voting Item: Approval of December graduates (confidential Cir. E44-12)
The lists for December graduates were approved.

II. Approval of Minutes – Faculty Senate meeting of November 1, 2011
The meeting minutes of November 1, 2011 were approved.

III. President’s Report
A. University Faculty Council (UFC) asked for responses to the IUB Healthcare Resolution to create an IU Benefits Advisory Committee to help with communication to faculty and feedback on the rises in healthcare premiums. There was a mixed response from IU East, which will be relayed to UFC by email.
B. There have been no suggestions on the UFC Restructuring by IU East.  Therefore word will be passed along that we are fine with the changes being made to UFC. 
C. There is one concern however with the Agenda Committee for UFC that whatever is discussed during the meeting does not always appear in writing on the agenda for UFC.

New Courses and Change Course:
Change Course:  BIOL-L102 Intro. to Biological Sciences 2 (Cir. E48-12)
Discussion: Question – Does the variable 4 to 5 credit hours depend on whether students take a lab? No. It should just be 4 credit hours.  Correction to be made before the course is sent forward: Change the credit hours in CARMIN to 4.
New Courses:
HIST-B518 Germany: Nation and Volk, 1800 to Present (Cir. E49-12)
HIST-B536 Making Modern Britain, 1780-1945 (Cir. E50-12)
Discussion: Question – Can undergraduate history majors take the class as well? It has been brought up but still needs to be discussed through the appropriate channels so there is no definitive answer.

Discussion: There was a divergence of opinion on #4 in the list of concerns reading “Two Schools are fine with the current proposal that students who transfer with ENG 111 be required to take ENG W131 at IU East . . . “  Maybe a discussion as a group would be better. The change would require changing the Course Library if this were to pass as is and this is not a task desirable by any means. The way that the class transfers now does work for the nursing program and they do not want to see another three credit class added to their program curriculum. Business feels that the core transfer library should stay as it is currently. Questions – Was this written for the IU campuses as a whole or for each individual campus signed by each? It was originally written for the regional campuses and any IU campus can sign on that wants to. Kokomo has already endorsed the agreement as it is.  Change: Amend #4 to reflect discussion in the conclusion before sending the responses on to John Applegate. 

B. Budgetary Affairs Committee – Jerome Mahaffey
Information Item:
Report on RCM from 2010-2011 BAC (Cir. E57-12)
Discussion: Could we as a university build up a pool of money for another building? Is there a way to take a percentage of the surplus and put it toward another academic building? Could we use the money collectively instead of school by school? Yes, but the mechanics of how it happens is no simple matter. It would require external donations because of the large sum that academic building would require. The report does not reflect the positive aspects of RCM.

C. Nominating Committee – LaDonna Hatley Dulemba (stepped in for Mattie S. Gabston)
Information Item:
Nominations for February elections (UFC Representative and Faculty Senate President) will be solicited.  The elections will take place at the February meeting. The nominations should be of tenure-track or tenured faculty members.  People should check with nominees first to make sure they are willing to serve. Three years is the longest anyone has served as president and this is Laverne Nishihara’s announced final year. 

V. Academic Affairs Report 
A. The Graduate Affairs Committee has met to put together a set of operating guidelines for the committee and will oversee the graduate programs at IUE. They were to report to Faculty Senate no later than December 2011. The committee met and prepared a report and were now waiting on comments from the Curriculum Committee and the Agenda Committee. They would be meeting the following week to address the comments that were brought up. The report will be distributed to all faculty and all comments are welcomed.
