F.	January meeting

G.	Department News
· Education – They are piloting a program with Tri-Village High School involving 11 cadet teachers from the school. As part of the program those students will take a 3 credit hour education class with us. Faculty searches are ongoing.
· Financial Aid – A new advisor starts Tuesday who will work with distance education and transfer students. She may also do some traveling with Admissions for recruitment.
· Academic Affairs – There are still two searches ongoing. Ross Alexander has been hired as the new Associate Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs. T.J. Rivard has also been hired in a half-time position. Both start in January.
· NSM – Dean Search was not successful. Neil Sabine will stay in the interim position through the spring semester. There are 5 searches this year – 4 faculty lines and an advisor. Construction will start in February to make more office space on the 2nd floor of Whitewater. Math Center will become the math/science resource center.
· Student Support Services – Registration celebration is November 7-11. There are currently 227 students in their program which is over their 200 limit. Annual performance report for their grant is due in February.
· HSS – There are several programs in the works – online completion program in Psychology, minor in Spanish, certificate in forensics with the School of Business. They currently are searching for 4 faculty positions and an additional academic advisor.

· Nothing new at the moment for 21st Century Scholars or External Affairs.
· Library – Honors Induction ceremony is November 17. Edible Book Festival will be December 1. Heidi Huff has replaced Emily Samborsky. Work will begin in January to convert the 2nd floor of the library into faculty office space, books from the 2nd floor will be moved down to the 1st floor. They have been doing lots of rearranging and clearing out of old materials.
· Area 9 – They have visitors from the Indiana Division of Aging. There is a caregiver position being search. Renovations for the new building have gone out for bids again.
