A. Chancellor Paydar
Enrollment continues to rise

Work continues on new offices and classrooms creating space for 40 new faculty and staff.
Hayes Hall 2nd floor re-purposing is progressing.
Two classrooms in Springwood will be combined to create a computer classroom for special courses.
Second floor lounge in Whitewater Hall to be converted to 3 offices and a lounge area.
Whitewater Hall Lobby furniture is in place and being used by students.

Budget may allow modest raises.
