In order to assist students in meeting the seven campus learning objectives adopted by the campus, IU East has established
minimum standards and program requirements for all degrees awarded at IU East.

All degree programs at IU East have the 
following requirements. In addition students must meet requirements established by each degree program.

A grade of C (2.0) or above is necessary in all English composition course required for a degree. Students must take W131 or the 
equivalent within the first

Students must complete a second writing course with a C (2.0) or better within the first 50 credit hours for which they are enrolled. 
This course should prepare students for writing research papers and include at least one method of widely-accepted documentation and 
instruct students in library research skills. For a bachelor's degree, all students must complete a culminating writing experience in their 
major.
